Whole School Assembly

The big question today in assembly was ‘Can you prepare for an emergency situation?’  We discussed how we practice fire and lockdown drills in school in case there was ever an emergency. The children were confident explaining what they would need to do in both of these situations.

We discussed that on Sunday 23rd April the Government will test a new emergency alert sound, which will be like a loud siren and come directly from your phone or other devices. They learnt that this is something the Government were trialling to alert people if there was ever nearby danger, such as floods or fires.

The children were able to link todays assembly to the British Value ‘Individual Liberty’ as they realise that there are many situations in life that can become dangerous. They recognised that they need to consider the consequences of their actions and manage risks, then they can help to keep themselves and others safe.
